Descr ibe your  Dr inking-Water  System 
The Corporation of the Township of St. Clair  operates the St. Clair  Distr ibution System 
which consists of the Brigden Elevated Water  Tower and the distr ibution watermains of 
the Township of St. Clair .  The St. Clair  Distr ibution System receives the major ity of its 
water  directly from the Lambton Area Water  Supply System (LAWSS).  The extreme 
nor thwest corner  of the township receives its water  from the LAWSS system through 
the City of Sarnia Distr ibution System.  The LAWSS water  treatment plant is located at 
the junction of Lake Huron and the St. Clair  River  in the City of Sarnia.  Pr ior  to 
distr ibution, the Lambton WTP adds chlor ine and fluor ide to the finished water .  The 
water  is re-chlor inated at White L ine and the Port Lambton Water  Tower, as required, 
for  maintaining the free chlor ine residual in the LAWSS distr ibution system.  The 
water  is re-chlor inated at the Br igden Elevated Water  Tower for  maintaining the free 
chlor ine residual in the St. Clair  distr ibution system.
